Overview  
This program is designed for  high school 
student with learning differences, ages  
15 - 18, who wish to learn and develop the 
necessary skills it takes to become  
leaders.  Jr. Counselors will be  
supervised by Camp Counselors  to  
develop leadership skills, managerial 
skills, selfïsufficiency skills, and  
teamwork. Jr. Counselors will assist and 
supervise campers ,ages 6 ï 12 ,who 
have learning differences.  Jr. Counselors 
will cooperate with other camp staff to  
perform duties and responsibilities  
required by camp.  
 
 
Program  
Jr. Counselor will be assigned a camp 
counselor, who will act as the  
campers mentor. The mentor work one on 
one with  the Jr Counselor to 
develop an individualized leadership  
program that meets the needs of the Jr 
camp counselor, as well as the needs of 
the camp.  The leadership program will 
target building responsilbity, self esteem, 
strong work ethic and social skills. 
Jr  Counselors will be evaluated daily by 
informal discussions with Camp Counsel-
ors.  An individualized check list with  
comments will be provided weekly. Jr 
Counselors will be required to write a brief 
reflection of their  leadership experience. 
Upon completion of the six week camp  
Jr. Counselors will receive a certificate 
of completion.
